Brussel:-les, 12 de marg del 2025. El president de PIMEC, Antoni Cafiete, ha viatjat a Brussel-les
per vetllar que les lleis omnibus i la normativa Invest EU contemplin les especificitats de les pimes.
En el marc de la tasca de I'entitat en 'ambit europeu, el també vicepresident d’'SME United esta
encetant un seguit de trobades, on proposa mesures sota la premissa que cal legislar pensant
primer en els més petits, les pimes, per fer gran la nostra economia, com s’ha fet en algunes
de les accions concretes que desplega 'SME Relief Package, en el qual PIMEC i SME United van
tenir un paper essencial.

Entre altres personalitats, Antoni Canete s’ha reunit amb Daniel Calleja, cap del Servei Juridic de
la Comissié Europea; amb la cap d'unitat de pimes de la Comissié Europea, Marie-Heléne
Pradines; amb la delegada del Govern de Catalunya a la Unié Europea, Ester Borras, i amb la
directora de I'oficina d’Accio a Brussel-les, Ana Coelho.

Sobre les conegudes com a “lleis dmnibus”, les ha donat la benvinguda, destacant que ambdues
directives reconeixen I'estandard voluntari per informar sobre la sostenibilitat (VSME) unificant allo
gue les grans empreses podran demanar a les pimes de la seva cadena de valor en matéria de
sostenibilitat. Aixi mateix, ha celebrat que la normativa Invest EU atorga més diners a la finestra
pime (SME Window) del programa europeu que financa la inversio, fent realitat aquesta
reclamaci6 de PIMEC i d’SME United.

PIMEC també ha demanat a la Comissié Europea que millori la regulacié que afecta a les
pimes a través d’una simplificacié administrativa. En aquest sentit, Cafiete ha constatat la
pérdua de competitivitat que suposa per a les pimes la burocracia administrativa i ho ha justificat
amb les dades de I'estudi elaborat per 'Observatori de la Pime de Catalunya. “El problema és la
transposicio de les directives i el fenomen del goldplating a Catalunya i Espanya”, ha assegurat
durant les reunions, on també ha proposat més control per part de la Unié Europea a través de
procediments sancionadors i del Semestre Europeu, que anualment coordina la politica
economica i pressupostaria.

Acompanyat per la delegada permanent de PIMEC a Brussel-les, Rosa Solanes, Cariete ha confiat
gue en la proxima reunié del Consell de Competitivitat al maig s’abordi el Reglament contra la
Morositat per tal que la presidencia de Polonia pugui trencar I'actual situacié de bloqueig.

En relaci6 amb el Clean Industrial Deal per desenvolupar la competitivitat de la industria alhora
que es desplega el Pacte Verd Europeu, ha valorat positivament el pla per a I'energia assequible i
altres mesures concretes com I'acceleracié del desplegament d’energies renovables i tecnologies
verdes. Tanmateix, ha alertat que aquest no contempla les especificitats de les pimes.

The also vice-president of SME United begins a series of meetings with representatives of
European institutions

During a meeting with Daniel Calleja he exchanges impressions on the need to continue fighting
against late payments, administrative simplification and strengthening the dimension of SMEs

Brussels, March 12, 2025. PIMEC’s president, Antoni Cafiete, has traveled to Brussels to
ensure that the omnibus laws and the Invest EU regulations take into account the
specificities of SMEs. According to the entity's work in Europe, the also vice-president of SME
United is doing a series of meetings, where he proposes measures under the premise that it is
necessary to legislate thinking first of the smallest, SMEs, to make our economy grow, as has been
done in some of the specific actions deployed by the SME Relief Package, in which PIMEC and
SME United played an essential role.

Among other personalities, Antoni Cafiete has met with Daniel Calleja, head of the Legal Service
of the European Commission; with the head of the SME unit of the European Commission, Marie-
Heléne Pradines; with the delegate of the Government of Catalonia to the European Union, Ester
Borras, and with the director of the Accion office in Brussels, Ana Coelho.

Regarding the omnibus laws, he welcomed them, highlighting that both directives recognise the
voluntary standard for reporting on sustainability (VSME) unifying what large companies can ask
SMEs in their value chain regarding sustainability. He also celebrated that the Invest EU regulation
grants more money to the SME Window of the European program that finances investment, making
a reality this demand of PIMEC and SME United.

PIMEC has also asked the European Commission to improve the regulation that affects SMEs
through administrative simplification. In this sense, Cafiete noted the loss of competitiveness
that administrative bureaucracy entails for SMEs and justified this with the data from the study
prepared by the SME Observatory of Catalonia. "The problem is the transposition of the directives
and the phenomenon of goldplating in Catalonia and Spain,” he assured during the meetings, where
he also proposed more control by the European Union through sanctioning procedures and
the European Semester, which annually coordinates economic and budgetary policy.

Accompanied by the permanent delegate of PIMEC in Brussels, Rosa Solanes, Cafiete expressed
his confidence that the Regulation against Late Payments will be addressed at the next
meeting of the Competitiveness Council in May so that the Polish presidency can break the current
deadlock.

In relation to the Clean Industrial Deal to develop the competitiveness of the industry while the
European Green Deal is being implemented, he positively assessed the plan for affordable energy
and other specific measures such as accelerating the deployment of renewable energies and green
technologies. However, he warned that this does not contemplate the specificities of SMEs.
