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El president de PIMEC defensa la simplificacié administrativa i la millora
del finangament de les pimes en la Junta Directiva d’SME United

En el marc d’una trobada amb I'’Agéncia Quimica Europea a Helsinki, Antoni Cafiete trasllada les
dificultats de les empreses de menor dimensié del sector en materia de regulacié i burocracia

Helsinki, 27 de marg del 2025. El president de PIMEC i vicepresident d’'SME United, Antoni Cariete,
ha viatjat a Helsinki i, en el marc de la Junta Directiva d’'SME United, ha defensat les prioritats de
les pimes aquest nou mandat europeu, com soén la simplificacié administrativa, la millora del
finangament, I’accés a la compra publica i la lluita contra la morositat. Entre altres qlestions,
també ha celebrat la millora del rol d’'SME United en el dialeg social europeu i ha explicat que PIMEC
esta donant visibilitat al Pacte pel Dialeg Social Europeu amb diferents accions, com el recent
manifest signat amb el Govern de la Generalitat de Catalunya i altres agents socials catalans, el
qual preveu desplegar els acords del Dialeg Social Europeu a Catalunya.

D’altra banda, Cafiete ha visitat I’Agéncia Quimica Europea (ECHA), responsable de I'autoritzacio i
registre de productes quimics a la Unid Europea. Durant la visita, ha destacat que aquest organisme
“és fonamental pel sector quimic, una industria molt rellevant a Catalunya, on operen centenars de
pimes” i s’ha mostrat satisfet que estigui treballant en el pla d’accié per a pimes, en el qual
participaran tan PIMEC com SME United.

“A través de l'escolta activa al teixit empresarial constatem que moltes empreses es queixen dels
procediments llargs, feixucs i costosos de registre de les substancies quimiques i de la
pérdua de competitivitat enfront les empreses de fora de la UE”, ha explicat a la directora de
'agéncia. Per aix0, ha destacat la necessitat de simplificar els procediments i d’ajuts per a la
formacio de pimes en I'ambit de legislacié i regulacié quimica.

During a meeting with the European Chemicals Agency in Helsinki, Antoni Cafiete highlighted the
regulatory and bureaucratic challenges faced by smaller companies in the sector

Helsinki, March 27, 2025. The president of PIMEC and vice president of SME United, Antoni
Canete, traveled to Helsinki to participate in the SME United Board of Directors Meeting, where he
defended the priorities of SMEs in this new European mandate, such as administrative simplification,
improved access to financing, greater opportunities in public procurement and the fight against late
payment. Among other topics, he also welcomed the enhanced role of SME United in the European
social dialogue and emphasized PIMEC's efforts to promote to the European Social Dialogue Pact
with different initiatives such as the recent manifesto signed with the Government of Catalonia and
other Catalan social partners, which aims to implement the European Social Dialogue agreements
in Catalonia.

Furthermore, Cafiete visited the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA), the institution responsible for
the authorization and registration of chemical products within the European Union. During his visit,
he stressed that the agency “is fundamental for the chemical sector, a key industry in Catalonia,
where hundreds of SMEs operate” and expressed satisfaction with ECHA’'s ongoing development of
an SME action plan, in which both PIMEC and SME United will participate.
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“Through active listening to the business fabric, we repeatedly hear concerns about the lengthy,
complex, and costly procedures for registering chemicals substances, which undermine their
competitiveness against non-EU companies”, Canete told to the agency’s director. For this reason,
he underscored the need to streamline these processes and provide financial support for SMEs to
enhance their understanding of chemical legislation and regulatory compliance.
